1. Q: Do I need to apply to get this Graduate Award?

4. Q: My brother/sister graduated from High School last year.  Are they eligible for the HS
Graduate Award?
A: No, but they may be eligible for a Stockbridge Scholarship(s).  See attached information.

5. Q: I’m graduating this year and have younger siblings. Will they be eligible for a HS
Graduate Award when they graduate?
A:  Yes, if they live in Stockbridge when they graduate from High School or obtain their GED.

6. Q: Is there any requirement that I go on to a post-secondary program to receive this Award?
A:  No.

7. Q: Do I need a certain grade-point average to receive this Award?
A:  No. This Award is to recognize and honor your academic achievement and commitment
by graduating from High School or obtaining your GED.
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
